Plavac Mali is a native grape to Croatia that is
grown almost exclusively in the region of
Dalmatia. The name literally means, "little blue"
in Croatian, which refers to the small, bluish
grapes that the vines produce. The flavors
change a great deal depending on which of the
main mainland areas or islands that the grapes
grow. Overall, it tends to have deep flavors of
blackberries, pepper, and other spices. Plavac
Premium is an easy-drinking dry red wine with
dark ruby red color, flavors of ripe cherries and
spice, with smooth and silky tannins.
